The Etnalogos staff has performed a field survey on October 15 in order to verify the state 

of the eruptive activity at the 2750 m fracture in Valle del Bove. 

 

During the survey, any explosions noise was heard at the fracture. Only high-pressure 

degassing has been observed from all the vents along the fracture, and especially from the one 

characterized by spattering activity during the last months (See previous reports; Photo 1).

From the lower sector of the fracture, lava continues to be poured out from an effusive vent 

located at an altitude of about 2500 m a.s.l., 200-300 m lower than the previous weeks (Photo 

2). The emission of this totally degassed lava flow occurs at very low emission rates. No 

significant changes in the eruptive behaviour have been observed with respect to the last field 

surveys conducted.

Degassing at the summit craters has been rather constant in its intensity during the last 

weeks. North East Crater and, to a minor extent, Bocca Nuova have been characterized by the 

most consistent gas emissions. Slight degassing from the fumarolic field on the south-eastern 

flank the South East crater has been also observed during the survey, although no ash 

emission or explosions were noticed (Photo 3).
